
New Procedures  
To sign up for weekly golf "on-line" 

Please be aware that the Men's 9er's Club, now offers a new procedure for which you 
can sign-up for the weekly Thursday golf events without ever having to leave your 
home.  You can now sign-up via the MEN'S 9ER'S ON-LINE SIGN-UP FORM and it's 
available 24/7 from noon Saturday to noon the following Saturday.  No need to run to 
the club houses and wonder if you'll get there before they close.  The form is simple in 
that it only consists of a box for your name, (LAST NAME, FIRST NAME) and a space 
to write in a comment or a guest's name if the need be.  Please feel free to use this 
format moving forward. The "paper" sign-up sheets will still be posted at the respective 
club houses, just like they have been.  Remember, the cut off for each week's sign up is 
still noon, Saturday, whether you sign-up on-line or use the paper sheets.  You need not 
use both sign-up procedures.  If you sign-up using the new on-line procedure, then you 
need not go over to the club houses and sign-up again on the paper sheets and visa 
versa. 
  
In order to use the NEW MEN'S 9ER'S ON-LINE SIGN-UP FORM, please follow these 
steps.  
  
1st, access the PCM9GA.com Website:  
2nd, on the left side of the page, please click on the "Alpha and Pairings" link.  
3rd, on the Alpha/Pairings page, you'll see the new link right in the middle of the 
page.  Just click it and you're in the On-Line Sign-Up Form. 
  
The form is titled for the next play date, only, just like our normal paper sign-up 
sheets. You can type your name and a guest's name if necessary and click 
submit. The pairings committee will receive your on-line sign-up request and 
include you in the pairings.  
If you're signed up and you need to cancel, you can go to the "Sign-up" page, 
place your name in the name box, like normal, then type "cancel" in the 
comments box.  This procedure will work as long as your cancellation is 
submitted prior to the normal Saturday, noon, cut off.  Otherwise, you can call the 
respective club houses to add or cancel your name to the pairings list, just like 
you have in the past.  Please keep cancellations and additions to a minimum.
